K. Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.

The Committee could not approve the June 8 minutes at this time because quorum was not established.
M. Zeddies had no Secretary’s Report to deliver. There was no Treasury report to deliver either, but K. Cooper announced that the grant money had arrived. B. Nicholls stated that the BID Council has received a $26,000 grant to fund parking structure studies in Pacific Beach and Old Town. The BID Council will determine how the grant money is spent, but no decisions can be made until a new President of the Council is hired. B. Nicholls stated that this would be an excellent time to establish a solid relationship with the temporary BID Council director. He also recommended working closely with the consultant who will manage the grant. K. Cooper agreed to speak with Richard Kurylo. The group discussed the goal of the grant, the wisest allocation of the money, and the possibility of Old Town receiving the lion’s share of the funds. The group held a discussion regarding possible locations for a potential parking structure, and agreed that developing it on City property would be an ideal situation. G. Pence agreed to work with a real estate agent to uncover City property in Pacific Beach. P. Finucane cautioned against duplicating work with the grant money. The group further discussed the goal of the study and revenue streams such as ongoing in-lieu fees and parking meters to support the structure. The group then discussed theoretical partnerships with privately operated parking lots. S. Smith recommended guaranteeing property owners more money than their lots are currently accruing. P. Falcone advised including an environmental impact assessment as part of the study. B. Nicholls suggested developing the Committee’s portion of the request for proposal as soon as possible. K. Cooper pondered whether the grant consultant would be able to negotiate with the property owners. B. Nicholls stated his desire for the consultant to develop ideas for a funding stream. G. Pence said that the consultant would need to conduct a feasibility study and determine the cost per parking space.
During K. Cooper’s Chair’s Report, she stated that parking groups in La Jolla and Downtown are exploring options such as temporary parking permits and valet parking. 
In his Staff Report, B. Nicholls said that the recently opened Johnny V’s restaurant is interested in installing two taxi stands in front of the establishment. M. Tyler arrived, establishing quorum.

Regarding R. Pearson’s parking suggestion for Oliver Street, G. Pence stated that the idea does not seem feasible, as it would displace eight parking spaces, while only creating two. 
The group discussed distributing friendly notes on illegally parked cars, and B. Nicholls stated his concern over these notes turning into litter. The group also briefly discussed the committee’s new logo, which P. Finucane designed.
The group discussed the proposed Driveway Parking Permit pilot program that would allow an individual to park in an area that would block access to their own driveway.  K. Cooper stated that the City can issue permits, and that she would work out the rest of the details. G. Pence stated that the City must remove any red curbs prior to the program’s implementation. He also stated that the permit could only cost enough to recover fees for their development. This would be roughly $15 annually. B. Nicholls suggested that Discover Pacific Beach could function as the issuer of the permits, and could charge an additional fee of up to $10. The group further discussed the pilot program and areas in which to test it. 
B. Nicholls made a motion to conduct the Driveway Parking Permit pilot program south of Grand Avenue from Mission Boulevard from to Fanuel Street. M. Zeddies seconded the motion, which unanimously passed. 
J. Morrison distributed a draft of his article to be included in the Guest Commentary column of the Beach & Bay Press. He agreed to email a copy of the article to the Committee so they could add their comments. 
K. Cooper stated that the Beach & Bay Press would like a logo and letter of purpose from the Committee. 
B. Heilmann moved to approve the June 8 Parking Committee meeting minutes. M. McNeill seconded the motion, which unanimously passed. 
K. Cooper adjourned the meeting at 7:45pm.
