K .Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Katie stated that she went to the Citywide Parking Advisory Board meeting and viewed a presentation on the proposed angled parking policy. The policy is currently internal, and if approved it would make angled parking easier for the public to install. Katie said that the next meeting of the Citywide Parking Advisory Board is Thursday, March 16 at 3 pm.

Katie distributed C. Blomstrom’s revised draft of the Committee’s policies and procedures. R. Pearson stated his desire for more accurate representation of the community and a need for tentative members to occupy committee vacancies. P. Finucane suggested contacting runners-up in Board election process to fill these openings. Katie stated that she has a record of all individuals who have been interested. The committee agreed that unfilled at-large positions, currently the northeastern and southeastern quadrants, should remain open until filled. A conversation about equal representation within the Committee took place and P. Finucane suggested that no single organization be eligible to hold more than two executive positions. 
M/S/A (C. Blomstrom / M. Zeddies) to amend Committee policy to reflect that no community organization can concurrently hold more than two executive positions. 6 in favor, 1 abstention (R. Pearson)
Katie stated that the Committee needs to decide what projects to begin considering. M. Zeddies asked G. Pence if he is able to obtain an inventory of current color-code curb allocations within Pacific Beach. G. Pence stated that no such document exists because businesses can autonomously have curbs painted. Patrick questioned the ownership of parking lots and agreed to inventory all lots in Pacific Beach. 

The group discussed ways to increasing local parking supply, namely through the construction of a parking structure. Patrick cautioned against limiting this conversation to the building a structure, and recommended the establishment of a flat lot instead. R. Pearson suggested re-striping existing lots as an affordable alternative. Katie spoke about parking requirements for new developments. J. Morrison proposed the installation of parking meters on Garnet Avenue. B. Heilmann stated that this is a major problem due to the lack of parking enforcement. A discussion about the appearance of a possible structure took place. Katie stated that she believes the average cost of one space in an underground lot to be $25,000. A discussion about the feasibility of parking structure in PB took place. 

Regarding parking management, Katie questioned what issues should be discussed. R. Pearson stated that permits, employees, residents and visitors. Bill spoke about the lack of parking enforcement and parking form employees. P. Finucane suggested that Discover Pacific Beach develop a lot or system to facilitate employee parking. 

Patrick agreed to develop a logo and mission statement to legitimize this committee. 
K. Cooper stated that the election of officers would take place that the next committee meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 7:45 pm.
