K .Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Katie delivered the Chair’s report stating that M. Tintocalis is the new assistant for the City’s Parking Staff. Katie also stated that besides a big development with the Oversized Vehicle Ordinance, the recent Citywide Parking Advisory Board (CPAB) meeting was uneventful - but the next meeting could be much more interesting. B. Nicholls asked Katie when she would be an official, voting member of Board? Katie said that it is unclear at this point and that Pacific Beach currently has no representation on the CPAB. Katie agreed to speak with Allison Stanley about PB representation on the CPAB. 
Benjamin had no Staff Report to discuss. 
Katie stated that the election of officers for this Committee must take place tonight and that the amount of work entailed in these positions in minimal. 
M. Zeddies suggested tabling this topic until later in the meeting in the hope of more Committee members arriving. The group agreed this was a wise decision. 

M/S/A (M. Zeddies / M. Tyler) to table the election of officers until later in the meeting. Unanimous.

P. Finucane distributed a parking lot survey he had been working on, including an inventory of public and private lots in Pacific Beach. Patrick stated that the purpose of the survey is to get a sense of how many lots are in PB, who has access, and list any associated costs. Patrick explained that he is still gathering information regarding ownership through title searches, and that the map can be accessed online (www.pbtowncouncil.org/maps/parking.php). 
Katie explained that the Business Improvement District (BID) Council has recently applied for a $25,000 grant to fund a parking structure study. The BID Council’s application achieved the highest rank among those submitted, but there will be no announcement of a winner until the beginning of the 2007 fiscal year in July. 
Patrick distributed proposed renderings for a Pacific Beach Parking Committee logo. He stated he attempted to keep the designs simple, but still with a PB feel. The group showed support for a submitted design including the integration of a sunset, but stated that the logo needs revision. Patrick agreed to revise the ‘sunset’ parking logo for the next meeting. Regarding the implementation of the logo, Benjamin suggested developing street banners to direct traffic to available lots or including the parking logo and lots on a map of the Pacific Beach area. C. Blomstrom stated that ACE parking funded a previous Restaurant Map, and that they might be able to assist in future efforts. Benjamin agreed to speak with Steve Smith who has connection at ACE. The group further discussed using street light banners as a tool to direct traffic to parking lots, but agreed that street signs might be a more effective option. 

Katie distributed a handout from the CPAB detailing subcommittee recommendations for the Oversized, Non-Motorized, and Recreational Vehicles Parking Ordinance. Katie detailed the history of this issue stating that in the past, opposition from RV owners prevented progress on this problem. Katie explained that the current ordinance allows the permitting of RVs for up to 72 hours of continuous parking within the community, with a maximum of 72 permits allowed per year. Without a permit, parking is limited to only 4 hours. Although finalized six months ago, movement on the ordinance stalled in the absence of District 2 representation. The topic will, however, be reexamined at the next Citywide Parking Advisory Board subcommittee meeting. Katie further stated that the future of the issue is unclear and that the upcoming meeting will be significant. The group discussed alternatives and the allowance of a permit for parking solely in front of the vehicle owner’s residence. Ben stated that last time this subject went before City Council, unaffected council members were indifferent on this issue. Ben therefore underscored the need for council members outside of the beach area to be involved in this decision. Ben queried the group for opinions regarding this issue. M. Zeddies stated that in a recent survey, the Pacific Beach Town Council general membership overwhelmingly voted against oversized vehicle and boat parking in the beach area. Katie asked for guidance on this issue for the next CPAB meeting. The group discussed the two alternatives listed on the handout, and the involvement of Mission Beach and Ocean Beach within the proposed pilot program (Alternative B).  J. Brewer stated that without proper enforcement, these alternatives would not be effective and asked about available resources. Carol stated that the enforcement should be able to fund itself. The group expressed enthusiasm about the implementation of a pilot program and further discussed alternatives and the possible division of money accrued from permits. The group also agreed, however, that some portions of the proposed ordinance are unclear and incongruent. Ben suggested combining Alternatives A and B into one comprehensive plan.
M/S/A (B. Nicholls / P. Finucane) to suggest the combination of adjusted Alternative A and Alternative B including from the CPAB’s Oversized, Non-Motorized, and Recreational Vehicles Parking Ordinance. Unanimous.
Katie stated the next meeting of the CPAB would be in the Closed Session room at City Hall on the 12th Floor. Ben emphasized the importance of gaining Councilmember Faulconer’s support and representation in that meeting.

M. McNeill asked about the potential for installing parking meters. Ben stated that this topic be further evaluated upon receipt of a grant. Katie agreed to put this topic on next month’s agenda as Parking Management.
Regarding changes to the Municipal Code, Katie suggested tabling this issue until the next meeting. Benjamin proposed involving Marcie Beckett due to her experience with this topic. R. Miller advised keeping Marcie’s collected information on file at the library. Katie agreed to send out an email about the Code for further discussion at next month’s meeting.  

The meeting adjourned at 7:45 pm.
