K. Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm.

Quorum was unable to establish at this time.  Approval of minutes were tabled until quorum exists.  

No Secretary’s Report to deliver.  No Treasurer Report to deliver.  No Staff Reports to deliver.  

Public Comment by Don Mullen of Pacific Beach Town Council: Don passed out a copy of the resolution that the PBTC board had passed at their monthly meeting.  The resolution asks that any major issues be delayed upon voting until the PBTC general membership has the opportunity to voice their opinion to the PBTC rep at the Parking Committee.  K. Cooper stated that any major issue that would require a vote would be in discussion for at least two parking meetings, so that there is ample time between the meetings to inform the PBTC on any “community effected” issues, such as parking management, parking meters and structures, permits for residents, etc.  K. Cooper suggested that Don be added to the email list for the minutes so that he may keep the PBTC board updated any issues of concern to the membership and can be present at the following parking meeting when the PBTC rep is not available to attend.  

In regards to D. Mullen’s comments, B. Nicholls offered to set up a calendar for all the meetings of all the interested parties who have representatives on the Parking Committee to ensure that if any major issue does bring concern, a vote can be scheduled giving enough head-time for each group to get all the necessary information.  

During her Chair’s Report, K. Cooper spoke about the Parking Symposium on July 14th and it’s importance to the group, encouraging people to attend.  She stated that at the last Parking Advisory meeting, the group voted to support a pilot program for the oversized vehicle ordinance in PB and possibly other beach area communities.  

OLD BUSINESS 

Short Term Strategies Subcommittee Report 

B. Nicholls suggest that we have a long-term sub committee in addition to the short-term sub committee.   G. Pence makes note that there are people in the city office researching the difference between private parking and city stalls.  He also mentions that to make more public spots, the city would have to remove a certain percentage of private spots.  Signage will be important when identifying between public and private parking.  V. Michel suggests parking indicators to increase parking availabitlity and efficiency.  G.Pence states that parking “T’s” may actually cause you to loose parking spots in the larger picture because they have to be a specified length and width to fit all automobililes.  K. Cooper suggests looking into schools and churches for “off hours” parking capability.

B. Heilmann suggests a 90 day blitz as a pilot program with orange two stickers, towed after 72 hours.  K. Cooper suggests trying a “good-neighbor” approach that is connected to the parking committee…a sticky note with a letter.  R. Pearson states that we must inforce the measures we have in place already before adding additional concepts.  M. Mikus says she will put together a draft post-it for the next meeting.  

Signage/Logo 

The group likes the logo as presented, however they would like to see the “P” larger and centered representing the internationally known parking sign.  K. Cooper & B. Nicholls suggest making some letterhead with the logo, as it would help “legitimize” the projects of the group. 

7:15pm – Quorum is now established and meeting is officially called to order.

(Minutes tabled from earlier) Motion to accept minutes with one change.  R. Pearson would like the minutes in the second to last paragraph changed to reflect that he is strong opposition to the statement.  M/S/A no opposed.  
Parking Map 

B. Nicholls suggest having the parking map similar to Discover PB’s map…with the addition of locations for both public and private lots identified by the chosen parking logo helping with brand recognition for the group.

Motion to approve map…M/S/A/ no opposed.  

NEW BUSINESS

 New Articles Promoting Parking 

J. Morrison says he had compiled a letter with an outline of the committee and its projects.  He will bring this letter to the next meeting so that the group can approve the letter and begin getting it out to the community.   M. Tintocalis says can get a full lists of property owners, even those who do not reside in PB, through the tax assessors office.  J. Morrison asks if we have money to do a complete mailing?

Condominium Conversion Letter

K. Cooper has the letter completed and turns into Allison to include in council packet.  A. Stanley comments that the condo conversion vote will take place on June 13th.  

Employee Parking 

K. Cooper says that she spoke with a representative from the city and they noted that there is nothing in the language that specifies about employee parking and they note that is would be very difficult to change the wording to have such a statement added.  Katie says she will check with the City Attorney’s office as well to make sure there are no discrepancies that were overlooked by the city in the language.  B. Nicholls mentioned that he had approached Discover PB’s hospitality task force about the possibility of starting an employee shuttle paid for by a money pool through the different bars, restaurants, and hotels in the beach area.  A motion is made to request that ben ask the Discover PB board to allow him to spend time working on this project on behalf of the parking committee.  M/S/A no opposed.  B.  Heilmann will present this to the Discover PB board at the next meeting on July 11th.

NON AGENDA ITEMS 

Residential Parking Pilot 

G. Pence states that Pacific Beach is a prime candidate for a residential parking pilot program.  Residents would need to use permits and the parking resolution language would need to be modified in order to comply.  K. Cooper suggest we investigate the type of return we would receive on such a pilot.  B. Nicholls suggests the Crown Point area for the location of the pilot.
